Each exhibitor shall pay a fee for each entry in any class up to ten
entries; further entries are free. Exhibitors are asked to make any
cheques in payment of entry fees to HH & CGS.

Any person exhibiting produce not of their own growing, or which
has not been in their possession two months previous to the show,
will forfeit all prizes and shall not be allowed to compete in future
shows.

A judge may not enter a class that he/she is judging.

The closing date for entries is the Wednesday prior to the show (19th
August 2009). If insufficient entries are received by the closing date,
classes may be cancelled at the organisers’ discretion.
